“7 CHURCHES OF REVELATION” TOUR
July 10-18, 2010
*Whole tour (Istanbul-7 Churches-Istanbul) with a modern private coach.
 

Day 1 (Sat):  Arrival at Istanbul
      Upon arrival at Istanbul Airport,  A Hosanna Tour representative will meet you and escort to the hotel. You will rest at the hotel and have dinner. Overnight in Istanbul (Meals only D)

 

Day 2 (Sun):  Sunday Service & A Half Day City Sightseeing of Istanbul
      After visiting the church in Mecidiyekoy for Sunday service, we will have a half day sightseeing tour in the world’s only city built on two continents. Visit Basilica of St. Sophia, the Church of Divine Wisdom, one of the finest buildings commissioned by the Emperor Justinian in 347 A.D. Upon Ataturk’s order, Hagia Sophia was converted into a museum in 1935. If times allows, then we will visit Blue Mosque derives its name after the blue Iznik tiles that are used to decorate it. Overnight in Istanbul ( Meals included B,L,D )

 

Day 3 (Mon): Istanbul – Izmir by bus
            Early departure by bus from Istanbul at around 07:30am to Izmir. 

 

Day 4 (Tue): Izmir – Ephesus - Pamukkale
     Drive to Ephesus (Rev. 2:1-7) to view its spectacular ruins, still under continued excavation. See Church of St.John the Baptist, and remains of Temple of Diana, one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World. See Double Church dating from 2nd century A.D.,Harbor Baths, Arcadian Way, Great Theater seating 24,00 (Acts 19:29), Marble Street, Celsus Library, Agora, Temple of Serapis, Temple of Hadrian. This ancient city still being uncovered is one of the major cradles of early Christianity. Bus to Pamukkale. Before check in to hotel, we will tour the ancient ruins of Hierapolis (Col. 4:13) famous for its natural hot springs have created white travertine formations.Overnight in Pamukkale (Meals included B, L, D)

 

Day 5 (Wed): Pamukkale – Laodocea – Sardis - Philadelphia - Izmir 
      After breakfast visit to ruins of Laodicea, see literal fulfilment of prophecy as you visit extensive remains of the stadium, theater, and recently excavated church (Col. 2:1, 4:16; Rev. 3:14-22).  Then drive Sardis  (Rev. 3:1-6) which is one of the most picturesque areas of any of the Seven Churches. It is set upon a steep hill surrounded by an impregnable citadel. See the Temples of Cybele and Diana. Visit Philadelphia (Rev. 3:7-13), the least distinguished of the cities of the Seven Churches with very few ruins visible now. Ancient Philadelphia- “The City of Brotherly Love.” to Aphrodisias, the city of Godness of Love. Overnight in Izmir. ( Meals included B,L,D ) 
Day 6 (Thu): Izmir – Snyrna - Pergamon – Assos

  A short visit to the ancient Symnra ( Rev. 2:8-11). Visit the famous status of Poseidon (the sea god) and Demeter (goddess of fertility). Ascend Mount Pagos with its ring of parepets, once called the “Crown of Smynra” (Rev. 2:10), to enjoy a magnificent view of the harbor and city. See remains of amphitheater where Polycarp, disciple of John, was martyred. Bus to ancient Pergamum (Bergama), which once reigned from its mountain top citadel over a vast region, and was another of Revelation’s Seven Churches. In the Acropolis see the foundation to the Temple of Zeus - undoubtedly the point of Christ’s reference to the Pergamum Christians, “I know where you live - where Satan has his throne” (Rev.2:13). Visit its world famous healing center, the Asclepion. Bus to Assos (Behramkale) overlooking the Aegean Sea where Paul boarded ship en roure to Jerusalem ( Acts 20:13). See its Temple of Athena. Overnight in Assos ( B,L,D ) 

 

Day 7 (Fri):  Assos – Alexsandra Troas - Troy - Istanbul
      Travel to Alexander Troas where Paul likely met Luke (Acts 16:8) and later raised a boy to life (20:6). On to ancient Troy which Homer described as receiving the Trojan Horse causing its downfall. Bus to Istanbul. Overnight in Istanbul. (Meals included B,L,D )

 

Day 8 (Sat):  Full Day Istanbul City Tour
      Visit Topkapi Palace, dwelling of the Ottoman Sultans, and see the extraordinary collection of jewels. After a visit to Chora Church, built in the 6th century A.D. and adorned with beautiful frescoes, wind up with a shopping tour through the colorful Grand Bazaar of 4,000 shops. Overnight in Istanbul (Meals included B, L, D)
