· Begin by reading the verse.
Ps 19:7-14

7 The law of the LORD is perfect,reviving the soul.The statutes of the LORD are trustworthy,making wise the simple. 8 The precepts of the LORD are right,giving joy to the heart.The commands of the LORD are radiant,giving light to the eyes. 9 The fear of the LORD is pure,enduring forever.The ordinances of the LORD are sure and altogether righteous. 10 They are more precious than gold,than much pure gold;they are sweeter than honey,than honey from the comb. 11 By them is your servant warned;in keeping them there is great reward. 

12 Who can discern his errors?Forgive my hidden faults. 13 Keep your servant also from willful sins;may they not rule over me.Then will I be blameless,innocent of great transgression. 

14 May the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be pleasing in your sight,O LORD, my Rock and my Redeemer. 
· Go around and everyone answer the following: How do you feel?  How alive are you spiritually?  How successful are you in your discipleship?  How joyful are you?

· You obtaining of these fruits are in direct proportion to your humility toward the word of God.  The Bible says that these are fruits that come from the word; they are not innate character strengths of any man.

· The writer says that the word of God is more precious than much fine gold.  How do people pursue gold and riches and financial security in their lives?

· Go to school and study to achieve it.

· Work night and day to get it.

· Miss time with family.

· They rejoice when they find it.

· They kill for it.

· So you value the word like this?  The real question is: are you living right now like you value it like this?  Why or why not?  Wait for an answer from everyone?
Read 1Kings 13:1-26

· Why did the man of God get killed by a lion?

· What does this teach about our own need for each to hear and obey the word on our own?

· Let’s all make decisions today to be devoted, that means significant time spent in God’s word.

· Will you make that commitment to God?  (Go around and hear everyone’s response)
